have positive outcomes with opiate treatment programs
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In Kentucky, over one-third of adults who seek treatment
primarily report abusing prescription opioids. In 2007,
Kentucky opiate treatment programs (OTPs) began
collecting outcome study data on medication-assisted
treatment. The Kentucky Opiate Replacement Treatment
Outcome Study (KORTOS) includes client-level baseline
data collected by OTPs and follow-up interviews are
completed by UK CDAR with consenting clients.
