Before submitting a request to add a new program or strategy to the Program List, please answer the following questions:
1) What is the title or what might this new Program/Strategy be called?

2) What different activities (Service Type Codes) might be included in the implementation of this Program/Strategy?

3) Is the program or strategy considered evidence-based or promising?
4) Who considers the program or strategy to be evidence-based or promising?
a) If a federal agency (e.g. SAMHSA, US Dept. of Ed., etc.) has a list of evidence-based or promising programs or strategies, make reference to the Web-site or publication that lists this particular program or strategy.
b) If the program or strategy is not listed by a federal agency, provide peer-reviewed journal articles that substantiate that the program or strategy has been evaluated and considered to be evidence-based or promising.

5) Who is the target population (Service Population code from the data manual)?
6) What are the Targeted Behaviors (A,T,MJ,M,I,P,OD,S,D,MEB)?
7) What are the duration hours of the program?
8) What is the number of sessions for the program?
Answer the above questions and submit this information with a request for a program code to the Substance Abuse Prevention Program Data Manager.  The staff will then determine the appropriate code(s) for the program to add to the data base and disseminate this information to the Regional Prevention Centers and REACH of Louisville.
